Riverside drivebetween Town street

and Rich street byvacating aportion
thereindescribed, andtorepealordin-
ance No. 473 -36, passed November 30,
1936.

Whereas, apetition, signed byallof
the owners and lessees of the lots and
lands abutting upon the east side of
Riverside drive from Town street to
Richstreet, wasdulypresentedtothe
city council onFebruary 15, 1939, pray-
ingandconsenting thatsaidRiverside
drive between Town street and Rich
street be narrowed to an approximate
width of85feet byvacating aportion
thereinandhereinafter describedoff
theeastsidethereof, and

Whereas, theownerandlesseeofthe
lots and lands abutting upon the east
side of said Riverside drive between
Townstreetandthealleynorthof
Rich street have agreed, inthe event
ofsuchvacation, topaytheentirecost
of the relocation, by the city of Colum-
bus, of any and all water mains which
maybelocated within theboundaries
ofthatportionofsaidRiversidedrive
so to be vacated, and to pay also the
entire cost of remodeling acertain un-
derground structure appurtenant tothe
sewerage system andknown asaregu-
lator chamber located immediately
southofTownstreetinsaidRiverside
drive, said remodeling tobe necessary
intheeventofsuchvacation andto
consistintheremovalofandthere-
construction bythecityofallsuch
parts of said regulator chamber which
may be located within the boundaries
ofthatportionofsaidRiversidedrive
sotobevacated, and

Whereas, council uponhearing is
satisfied that there isgood cause for
such vacation as prayed for in said
petition, that itwill not be detrimental
tothegeneral interests andought to
bemade; now, therefore,

Beitordained bythecouncil ofthe
city of Columbus:

Section 1. That Riverside drive be-
tween Town street and Rich street be
anditisherebynarrowedtoanap-
proximate width of 85 feet by vacat-
ingthefollowing described portion off
theeastsidethereof:
